AAP understands that not all sections of this requirement may apply to the supplier, those sections should be identified by indicating Not Applicable (N/A) next to the specific clause. 

1. Once this quality assurance agreement has been signed, it shall remain valid indefinitely or until it is cancelled or revised by either AAP or the supplier.

2. AAP requires that all suppliers must maintain a quality system that is in compliance with IS09001, IS013485, AS9100, or other recognized international or industry standards.
3. Supplier shall notify AAP of any change in design, materials, processes, manufacturing location, production equipment, product end of life, product name or identification, sub-suppliers, or in quality system certification status for items purchased by AAP including changes initiated by sub-tier suppliers.
a. No product, design, or process change will be implemented without AAP’s written Approval.  Supplier must submit an AAP Supplier Process Change Request Form QF 2.06.01-8 for approval before any change is implemented.

b. Supplier Product/Process Change Notifications shall be submitted to AAP a minimum of 90 days prior to implementation unless contractually agreed upon. 
4. Non-conforming material shall be submitted to Amphenol Alden Products for review and written approval prior to shipment.

5. Product should be accompanied by a Certificate of Compliance indicating the following:
a. Statement that all the materials supplied are in compliance with the drawings and specifications called for on the purchase order.
b. AAP purchase order number
c. Part number and revision (per AAP P.O.)
d. Lot Number(s)
e. Date(s) of manufacture
f. Quantity(s) per Lot Number 
g. RoHS compliance statement when requested on Drawing or PO.

6. Additional certification requirements when specified on the drawing, specification, or the purchase order.
7. Package Marking Requirements - The exterior of each shipping container or reel is to be marked with the items identified in Section a-e. 

8. UL labels are required for electrically insulated components and insulating materials as applicable.

9. Inspection records shall be kept on file for 7 years.

10. First Article Inspection Report - For materials or components designed and manufactured to specifications provided by AAP, a First Article Inspection Report shall be provided by each supplier on samples made using the actual production process.  Verification of compliance to all requirements including materials used is to be documented in the report.  Minimum required test accuracy ratio for measurement instruments is 4to1.  Submit samples and First Article Inspection Report with the first lot produced.  Ship “Attn: Quality Department”.

11. Traceability - Supplier shall maintain a system of traceability for all components. Records of traceability shall be retained by Supplier minimum 7 years.
12. Wire manufacturers shall comply with ASTM B174-95 or later Section 6 “Joints”. Butt welds are prohibited.

13. Suppliers for metals such as bar stock or strip stock shall provide a certificate of analysis demonstrating compliance to applicable ASTM specifications including tensile strength and material chemical composition for each lot.  

14. Manufacturers of electrical contacts made to specifications provided by AAP shall provide documentation of materials stated in item 14 above.

15. Suppliers of plastics including molders of plastic components shall not use reground material. The use of regrind material is prohibited.

16. Supplier must comply with the latest RoHS/ Reach regulation revisions for products that request RoHS/ Reach compliance on Drawing or PO. 
17. Supplier shall take steps to verify that subcontractors have a functional, documented quality system capable of assuring compliance to the specifications and contract requirements set forth by AAP. Records of these measures are to be made available to AAP upon request.
18. Calibration service providers shall:
a. Calibration Services are to be compliant to the current revision of ANSI/NCSL Z540 or ISO17025 unless specifically waived in writing by Amphenol Alden Products (AAP).  In addition to these requirements, each calibration record shall state the range of the instrument.

b. Tolerances for accuracy and precision of all instruments are required to meet the specifications set forth by the instrument manufacturer unless otherwise specified or approved by AAP.

c. All measurement data including out of tolerance measurements prior to correction as well as measurements after corrections are to be provided with each calibration report.  

d. In addition to all required documentation, any instrument that is found out of tolerance is to be brought to the attention of the AAP calibration coordinator.

19. Supplier EICC Code of Conduct Agreement 
a. Amphenol Alden Products Company (AAP) is committed to continuously improving its commitment to social and environmental responsibility and seeks to ensure all members of its supply chain community also commit to a similar objective. AAP is committed to the Electronics Industry Citizenship Coalition Code of Conduct (EICC code of conduct) and requires that all new and existing suppliers conform to this same code of conduct
b. Fundamental to AAP’s commitment is the expectation that suppliers, in all activities, must operate in full compliance with the laws, rules and regulations of the countries in which they operate. AAP further seeks that its suppliers:
